Sub: Precautionary measures in order to prevent breeding of mosquitoes & Vector Borne Diseases

Since the transmission season (rainy) for Dengue, Malaria & other Vector Borne Diseases (VBDs) is already
started. It is important to make joint efforts to control and outbreak of Dengue and other VBDs by taking
following preventive measures at our end :

v Overhead tanks/Cemented tanks of buildings should have well fitted lid and lid should be kept
locked. .

v Observance of dry day once in a week in all offices (Friday) and residential areas (Sunday)
during which Coolers, flower pots, bird pots, water containers, any scrap, stagnant water and
other possible breeding sites to be checked thoroughly for ensuring no possibility of mosquito
breeding.

v The water contained in the coolers, both government and residential premises should be replaced
every week after scrub cleaning. While purchasing desert coolers for offices as well as
residential premises

v Condemned items lying in open and solid waste must be disposed off regularly and properly so
that no breeding takes place. Do not leave broken earthen wares, plastic containers, buckets,
gallons, disposal cups, bottles, coconut shells, pots etc. in the open.

v Use of wire mesh on doors & windows to keep mosquitoes away.

v Wear full sleeve clothes and trousers that cover arms and legs.

v' Use of mosquito repellent creams/oils should be ensured to prevent mosquito bife on exposed
body parts during epidemic season.
